On Thursday, 4/9/09, I was dispatched to 1023 N SR 7 in reference to a
disturbance. Upon arrival, I observed a W/M, later identified as
Thomas Sharkey, lying on the ground with abrasions to his face, and a
puncture wound to his back. Sharkey advised that he was involved in a
physical altercation. I was unable to get anymore information from
Sharkey due to the fact that he was transported to North Broward
Hospital. Shortly after, Ofc. Womer went to speak with Sharkey at the
hospital. (See Ofc. Womer's supplemental report)

I then made contact with Keith Kulpa, who advised that he also was
involved in the altercation. He stated that Sharkey and another male

got into a verbal argument inside the bar. Sharkey and the unknown
male, who could only be identified as being named Brad, decided to
take the argument outside into the parking lot. The verbal argument
then escalated into a physical altercation. Kulpa went outside to

attempt to break up the fight and got into an altercation with another
W/M, later identified as Richard Garmon. Kulpa struck Garmon several
times in the face with a closed fist. I observed bleeding with what

appeared to be lacerations to the face of Garmon. Kulpa stated to me
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that he did strike Garmon in the face because he thought he was going
to escalate the fight with Sharkey. Garmon advised that he wished to
seek prosecution on Kulpa.

I was also able to speak with Kimberly Christianson, who works as a
bartender at the Pub 441, and is the boyfriend of Garmon.

Christianson stated that she also observed Sharkey and the unknown W/M
(Brad) get into a verbal argument in the bar. They then took the
argument outside, and she stayed inside the bar. She also advised
that shortly after the incident, Kulpa came back inside and began to
brag that he had just beaten up her boyfriend.

Photographs were taken of Garmon's injuries and uploaded onto the
Margate server. Kulpa was placed under arrest for simple battery and
transported to B.S.0. It should also be noted that all parties
involved stated there was another H/M involved in the fight, however,
nobody was able to identify who he was. It is unknown who, or what,
punctured Sharkey's back. Due to the nature of the incident, this
case will be turned over to the Criminal Investigations Division.

On 04/09/09, I responded to North Broward Medical Center in reference
to an incident that occurred in the parking lot of 1023 NSR7.

Upon my arrival, I met with Thomas Sharkey who told me that he was
inside the bar Pub 441 and he was involved in an argument with a white
male named Brad. Sharkey said that Brad attempted to fight him inside
the bar but Brad was escorted outside by several people.

Sharkey said that as he left the bar and was walking in the parking
lot of Pub 441 Brad approached and attacked him. Sharkey said that
Brad punched him several times in the face and was also kicking him.
The altercation continued and Sharkey said that he put Brad in a
headlock and that is when two other unknown white males started
kicking and hitting him. Sharkey said that as he was on the ground he
felt a sharp pain in his upper right shoulder and that is when he
realized that he had been stabbed by an unknown object. Sharkey said
the males then left the area in older model four door silver Grand
Marquis.

Sharkey was examined by Dr. Larkin, who told me that he was unable to
determine how deep the wound was or if it had hit any major organs. It
is also unknown what object was used.

I observed a dime sized laceration to his right upper shoulder. It
should be known that Sharkey was not able to give a description of the
males that attacked him. Sharkey also was not very cooperative in
giving me the information that I needed for my report.

I took digital photos of his injuries.
